Policies and Procedures

Internships (S ee 34 CER, part 668.2)

Bryn Athyn College strongly encourages students to indudeservice learning in thar
academic programs. One credit of service learning isrequired for al students as part of
the Core program. Additiond credits completed in aformal internship may be
incorporated into studentsOdegree programs.  Students must first complete at least 2 full-
time terms, have a GPA of 2.7 or better, secure the approvd of thar academic/interndhip
advisor, and complete all planning of theinternship in atimely manne.

For all internal and academic purposes: students are congdered to befull-time for the
term in which they complete an internship worth 3 academic credits or more, aslongas
theinternship:

1) isan approved part of thar degree program,

2) isincorporated into studentsOplansfor theyear such tha they are able to meet the
quantitative standad for Satisfactory Academic Progress by completing 27 credits
ove the course of the academic year in which theinternship occurs,

3) occurs at adistance of 50 miles or more from the campus and the student lives
off campusduringtheinternship period. Note: theexperience of livingin
unfamiliar surroundingsbsuch as abroad or away from campusbis alargepart of
thelearning tha goes on during an at-a-distance internship, adding supplemental
educationd worth to the course, which is recognized in the student® academic
status

Local internshipsdonot qudify thestudent for full-time status  Students mug still enroll
in aminimum of 9 academic credits during theterm in which alocal internship is
completed in order to be congdered full-time.

For federal student aid purposes: when a student is enrolled in an at-a-distance internsghip
earning fewer than 9 academic credits, statuswill be determined by dividing the number
of hours of work to becompleted by 30 (per theclock hourconvesionformulain the
FSA handbool. Students completing thestandad 200-hourinternship will therefore be
congdered to be hdf-time statusfor that term in the context of federal student aid:

200/ 30=6.67 equivalent classroom credits



Students completing 270 hours of work or more will be consdered full-timein the
context of federal student aid. Thisisthestatusthat will be used to determine studentsO
eligibility for all types of federal and state grants andloans  Students who are at least
hdf-time statusretain eligibility for mog types of federal student aid, athoughthe
amountof funding disbursed to the student may bereduced.

For student fee billing purposes: students will bebilled only for the number of academic
credits earned duning theterm in which theinterndhip is completed. Thus even if federd
and state grants are prorated appropriately for the sstudent®@ haf-time statusin the context
of federal student aid, in mog cases there will beno net finandal pendty for thestudent
because the amountcharged by the Collegefor tha term is also significantly reduced.
