Class of 2021 Graduate Outcomes

The Office of Integrated Institutional Effectiveness along with the Office of Advancement & Alumni

Relations at Bryn Athyn College surveys students to provide a snapshot of life one year after

graduating. This report looks at 57 graduates who received their bachelor degrees in 2021. Students

were surveyed one year from their graduation date, with a 25% response rate or a total of 14 known

graduate outcomes.
